3e) The May FOMC minutes indicated that "nearly all policymakers expressed a favorable view" of a reinvestment 
approach in which "the Committtee would announce a set of gradually increasing caps, or limits, on the dollar 
amounts of Treasury and agency securities that would be allowed to run off each month, and only the amounts of 
securities repayments that exceeded the caps would be reinvested each month." Additionally, the minutes 
suggested that under such a strategy, the caps would "initially be set at low levels and then be raised every three 
months, over a set period of time, to their fully phased-in levels."
